Trent Trainees’ Representative TNY Committee Report 28/01/09

· Pre-registration Trainees
2008 Intake
Six new trainees were taken on in the region in 2008.
2007 Intake

Three trainees were taken on in the region in 2007.  One subsequently left the profession (Winter 2008).

2006 Intake

One trainee was taken on in the region in 2006.

2005 Intake

Four trainees were taken on in the region in 2005.  Two have subsequently left the profession (Spring 2006 and Autumn 2008).  The remaining two trainees have Grade B positions; one has a HST post, with the other post outside the region.
2004 Intake

Nine trainees were taken on in the region in 2004.  Two have subsequently left the profession (2005 and 2006).  Five have Grade B positions outside the region, including two of the four trainees who had had a 12 month extension (from September 2007).  One of trainees who had a 12 month contract extension from September 2007 has a Grade B post within the region.  The remaining Grade A with a contract extension has resumed her contract after returning from maternity leave.
There are currently 16 Grade B Clinical Biochemists in training (without full FRCPath).  Three of these have HST posts.  One HST left the profession in December 2008.  One trainee in a fixed-term post has received a 12 month contract extension, and currently has 12 months remaining.
· Immunology
There are 2 Clinical Immunologist trainees.  One trainee is in their fourth year of Grade training, whilst the other trainee has a Grade B position.

· Medical Trainees
There are 4 medical specialist trainees in the region who are ACB members.  Two of the trainees are working towards the Part 1 and two are working towards the Part 2 FRCPath examinations.

· Registered Trainees 
In total, 14 Grade B Clinical Biochemist trainees are state registered.  Five trainees attained State Registration in 2008.
· FRCPath Examinations
The DipRCPath qualification was re-instated from the Autumn session, thanks to the work of Danielle Freedman and others at the RCPath.  All successful candidates from Spring 2008 will be retrospectively offered the qualification.  Candidates will no longer be offered Diplomat status from 2010.  Two Grade B Clinical Biochemists attained the DipRCPath in 2008.  Nine Grade B Clinical Biochemists trainees hold DipRCPath, with two attaining this qualification in 2008.
· Tutorials/Meetings/Conferences
