Who are we?

We are a group who work in Clinical Biochemistry laboratories in the North of England that organise audits and educational meetings. Members include Chemical Pathologists, Clinical Biochemists and Biomedical Scientists.

What do we do?
Every six months we usually survey a new topic, discuss findings at a workshop meeting and agree draft standards. The topic is re-audited twelve months later when final standards are agreed. 

Members also meet in local continuing professional development (CPD)/audit groups two to four times each year. Activities includes case presentations, journal reviews, small local audits, reports of research or development projects etc.

Multiple laboratories in a single Trust that choose to complete a single questionnaire currently pay a single subscription. A subscription entitles the laboratory to send two members of staff to two workshop meetings each year. There is no additional charge for participation in the local CPD/audit groups.
